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Schools Project

Presentation on May 191, The event marks a successful end to a project set up by Tjeerd Royaards
and Nina Vlasova that involved school kids and cartoonists working together to explain the UN's
Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) through cartoons. As the children discussed the MDGs with
cartoonists, both groups also submitted cartoon pitches to a specially created newsroom.

Students then voted on the best cartoons and these were published in
the book to be presented on May 19 at 7.00 pm.

New Video Stories

This month we also welcome the work of three new Video Journalists:

Alba Mora Roca is an award-winning documentary filmmaker and multimedia producer who's
bounced around Barcelona, New York, Mexico City, Los Angeles and the Bay Area.

For VJM she shot, edited and produced Portrait of a Gun Enthusiast, the story of Peter Hankoff who
defends his right to own guns in the United States.

Alex Stonehill, co-founder and programme director of the Common Language Project (CLP) went to
Syriah where he spoke to Iraqi refugees. His report tells the story of Momo and Odissa two young
artists from Baghdad who live as refugees in Damascus waiting to return, while their youth and their
dreams slip away.

Also check out the work of Sarah Glidden — journalist & cartoonist — who also traveled to Syriah with
CLP and produced a fantastic piece of comic journalism for Cartoon Movement about the life of Iraqi
refugees, called The Waiting Room.




Finally, we commissioned Pierre Kattar, an Emmy-award
winning video journalist and filmmaker, to produce Dawit
Kebede: The Need to Publish. Dawit is an Ethiopian
journalist who despite having spent time in jail for his work,
continues to publish and edit a daily newspaper in the
country's capital Addis Ababa. His story is a very powerful
portrayal of one man's commitment to press freedom.

Cartoonists in Haiti

Still on the subject of press freedom, Cartoon Movement's editorial team, Matt Bors and Tjeerd
Royaards, will travel to Haiti in July of this year in search of a talented comic artist/journalist. The
purpose of the project: find someone whose work would otherwise go unnoticed and give them a
global platform to create a long-running comics that will give an inside perspective on living in Haiti.

Well over a year after the devastating earthquake, Haiti is still in shambles. Unfortunately, the
attention span of global media is chronically short; with this project, we hope to show that disasters do
not end when the camera crews leave.

The results of the trip and subsequent comics and cartoons will be published on the Cartoon
Movement website from December onward.

The project is funded by the Dutch Ministry of Foreign Affairs.
